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Abstract

The Government Procurement Act formally implemented since May 1999 in
Taiwan. There were still had low-cost bidding, the standard and the organs of the tender
conditions to restrict competition and other misconduct rumors in the authorities for
procurement cases. And it was also the community criticized the criticism. To explore the
reasons: 1.) procurement business involved a wide range of laws and regulations, to purchase
the subjects of the complex, the amount of procurement cases, demand, contract conditions
and other intertwined, constituting the complex types of procurement. 2.) The properties of
the business of procurement agencies, environmental characteristics, etc., there were often on
the procurement of different ways. 3.) Different types of procurement may be derived from
the shortcomings in the operation phases and links are all different.

In order to make the procurement staffs and the staff procurement of internal
control of the political personnel, to grasp the procurement process of various malpractice
practices and patterns. And to take precautions and precautionary measures in advance.
Especially for the procurement process strokes (and decision) standard, acceptance stages.
According to the summary of the wrong behaviors on audit and supervise the organs in by
Public Constitution Commission (PCC) in 2011-2014, case judgment of practice occurred,
Showing that may occur the shortcomings of the types and relationship to the practice in the
various stages of procurement. Following the operating process to distinguish between
intentional batch purchase, abuse of restrictive bidding, encirclement, the most favorable
bidder, construction supervision is not true and the acceptance is not real and other types of
disputes. This study will give suggestions for types of malpractice from political ethic views.

The conclusions could provide consultations to staffs of the procurement-related business and

superintendency.
